General Information

Both Drop Off and Pick Up will take place at
the side door of Journey Church.

Drop Off

A Journey Camp Leader will be available to
greet you at the side door between 7:30am
and 8:30am for drop off. You will be asked
to sign your child(ren) in for the day. Parents
will be asked to leave life jackets your child
(ren) who may need them for pools days.
You will be noftified by staff when your child’s
pool day will be each week.

Pick Up

A Journey Camp Leader will be available to
greet you at the side door between 4:30pm
and 5:30pm for pick up. You will be asked
to sign your child(ren) out for the day.

You may, of course, drop off or pick up at
any time, not just when a Leader is available
at the side door. To pick up or drop off
during fimes not listed, simply press the call
button just inside the 1st set of doors and
someone will be right out to help you.

Payment
Cash or Check Only

Payment for the week is due on Monday for
children attending camp Monday-Friday.
($150.00 due on Monday)

For those who are attending 2-3 days per
week, payment is due on the 1st morning of
the week that the child is aftending.
(Example: Tues/Thurs - $60.00 on Tuesday)

- Payment for Drop-Ins will be due on the
morning of the drop-in.

- Your child will not be able to attend
camp without weekly or daily payments. If
you need to make other arrangements,
please contact Crystal or Tammy.

- Please note that a $25.00 fee will be
applied to all returned checks.

- Journey Camp does not offer scholarships,
discounts, credits or refunds.

- Unfortunately, Journey Camp is not a
licensed federal government supported
child care assistance program. All fees
must be paid by parents/guardians.

Lunch is not provided, so plan to send your
child to camp each day with a packed
lunch.
